e Uses 4 AA or LRO6 batteries, 1.5V each (not included)

lll. BATTERY INSTALLATION

e  Open the battery compartment at the bottom.
e Insert 4AA or LRO6 batteries, and replace the cover.

V. USE

e  Press deep down to turn on the lamp.

e Press lightly to the low bright mode.

e  Press lightly again to flash (Strobe) mode

e  Press lightly a third time to return back to the high bright mode.
e  Press deep down to turn off the lamp.
